Sonny Thatch serves as the Managing Attorney of the Communities Partnering for Peace
(CP4P) Justice Corps of the Legal Aid Society (LAS). The CP4P Justice Corps supports the
Metropolitan Peace Initiatives by providing community-based civil legal services in Chicago
neighborhoods most impacted by gun violence. These services include but are not limited
to criminal and cannabis expungement/sealing, landlord/tenant rights, immigration and
human trafficking, and domestic relations.
